After a couple of tornadoes came through our part of Utah, it became apparent that we should look at 
how prepared we are for emergencies, even those that are not common. Recently I listened to a presen-
tation of what tools are most needed in major catastrophes. The potential uses of these tools increase 
when you consider that they could also be used to help others who have been affected. 
 

In an emergency, the most commonly needed tools are chain saw, bow saw, ax, San Angelo bar,       
hydraulic jack, cribbing blocks, shovel, pick, ropes, tarps, hammer, screwdrivers, hand saw, pliers, adjustable wrench, 
crow bar, flashlight, head lamp, batteries, Leatherman tool, knife, duct tape, hose clamps, bailing wire, extension 
cords, generator, and power tools. 
 

We have an uneasy feeling when we hear about tornadoes, hurricanes and earthquakes around the world. But, when 
they hit close to home, it should make us want to be more prepared. I hope that we will all take an accounting of where 
we stand with the tools needed to support the survival of ourselves and others around us. Letôs not be left unprepared 
in a time of need.

Home Smoke and CO Detector Safety 
During the fall and winter season one of the most common calls 
for the fire department is for beeping smoke or carbon-
monoxide (CO) detector alarms. You can prevent false alerts 
from your smoke and CO detectors with some easy preventive 
maintenance, and make your home safer at the same time! To 
maintain your smoke and carbon monoxide detectors, use your 
vacuum with the hose attachment, and brush around the outside 
of each one to remove any dust or spider-webs that have collect-
ed there. Replace the battery if needed. Replace the detector if it 
is older than 10 years. 
  

These are life-saving safety devices that we have come to de-
pend on, but they are only as good as the maintenance they re-
ceive. By maintaining the alarms in your home, you will de-
crease the incidence of false alarms from your detectors. When 
fire breaks out, every second counts to escape its heat, black 
smoke, and deadly gases. Carbon monoxide is a poisonous gas 
that fuel-burning heating and cooking devices often produce. It 
is often called the silent killer because it is odorless and color-
less.

Meter Reading: October was the last month the meters 
were read for the season. The bill received in November will 
reflect this final read. Meters will be read again beginning in 
April 2017. Between November through March, residents are 
charged $16.50 for water. The May 2017 bill will reflect charg-
es for any water that is used over 8,000 gallons each month. For 
info contact the Utility Dept. at 801-825-1477, Option 1. 
 

Green Waste: Our green waste season will continue 
through November 30, 2016 and resume again April 1, 2017.     
During the months of December-March you may use your 
green can for regular household waste. 

 

 

As we approach the winter months be mindful of snow removal 
and parking of vehicles. Parking of RVôs, boats, trailers, 5th-
wheels, etc. on streets for longer than 24 hour periods is not  
allowed any time of the year.  
SCC 11.20.020 Off-street parking during winter months. 
In order to allow for the orderly and timely removal of snow during 
winter months, it shall be unlawful to park any vehicle within the 
public right-of-way of any street within the corporate limits of  
Syracuse City at any time during the accumulation or removal of 
snow unless special permission is granted by the Syracuse    
Police Department. Violation of this section shall be a Class C 
misdemeanor.
