PoOLICE DEPARTMENT

Recently, Syracuse Police Department has experienced an in-
crease of reports involving fraudulent use of credit and debit card
information. Typically, card numbers are being obtained without
the actual card being lost or stolen. This occurs when a corpora-
tions secure information has been hacked. The card numbers are
then being loaded onto any cards with strips, to include hotel
keys. These fake cards are then used like gift cards in the stores,
and the money is charged to or withdrawn from accounts. Since
the owner still has possession of the actual card, they often do not
find out about the unauthorized charges or withdrawals until they
check their financial records.

To help combat this problem, Syracuse Police Department recom-
mends contacting your financial institutions to find out about use
alerts. Most financial institutions have systems in place that can
alert you by text message or email anytime your card has been
used. This way, if you do not recognize the charge, you can call
your bank right away and correct the situation. In some cases, you
can even deactivate your card from your phone. These programs
require some online set up, however they are free and typically
not very difficult.

Syracuse Police Departments also recommends frequently check-
ing financial statements and credit reports. The Federal Trade
Commission offers a free credit report once a year and is the only
authorized website for free credit reports www.ftc.gov/fag/
consumer-protection/get-my-free-credit-report or call 8§77-322-
8228 to speak to a live person.
