Winter Season Auxiliary Heating Tips

There are many reasons people use alternate or aux-
iliary heating sources for their homes or outbuildings. Wood
burning stoves and space heaters are acceptable heating
sources under the right circumstances, but they may also cause
a house fire. The following tips can help you maintain a safe
home environment and not become a fire statistic.

Wood Stoves and Fireplaces

Have the chimney inspected annually and cleaned if neces-
sary, especially if it has not been used for some time. Don’t
use excessive amounts of paper to build roaring fires in fire-
places. It is possible to ignite creosote in the chimney by over-
building the fire. One of the common causes of house fires in
the winterish ot &fih @@ teo close to flammable mate-
rias.

Electric Heaters

If you use an electric heater, be sure not to overload the cir-
cuit. Never use an extension cord with an electric space heater.
